Mount Ararat is a snow-capped 

and dormant volcano in the east 

of Turkey. It consists of two major 

volcanic cones: Greater Ararat 

and Little Ararat. Greater Ararat is 

the highest peak in Turkey with its 

summit of 5.137 m. Ararat is the 

third most prominent mountain in 

West Asia.  

The best weather condition to 

climb Mount Ararat is in July and 

August. 

The mountain has been called by 

the name Ararat since the Middle 

Ages, as it began to be identified 

with the "mountains of Ararat" 

described in the Bible as the resting 

place of Noah's Ark.  

Mount Ararat is located in the 

Eastern Anatolia Region of Turkey 

between the provinces of Ağrı and 

Iğdır, near the border with Iran, 

Armenia and Nakhchivan, between 

the Aras and Murat rivers.
